The Act of Collective Worship 

Aim: 
Collective Worship should aim to provide the opportunity for pupils to worship God, to consider spiritual and moral issues and to explore their own beliefs; to encourage participation and response, whether through active involvement in the presentation of worship or through listening to and joining in the worship offered; and to develop community spirit, promote a common ethos and shared values, and reinforce attitudes. 

Organisation: 
All members of the school community attend the daily Collective Act of Worship which takes place as follows: 

· Collective Worship is distinctly Christian 

· Collective Worship takes place every day from 2.45- 3.10
The weekly Collective Worship is structured as follows: 
Monday: Open the Book led by Leslie Hygate. 

Tuesday: Singing Worship . 

Wednesday: Christian Ethos Worship – Pupil Led 

Thursday:  Value Focus / Safety Focus Worship. 

Friday: ‘Shine’ Celebration Worship 

Half termly themes are mapped out and include opportunities to focus on: 
· Key aspects of the Christian Church year. 

· Special events in the Christian calendar. 

· Issues which arise from the everyday life and ethos of the school. 

At specific times throughout the school year, celebrations of Worship are held in the local Parish Church. 
Parents, Governors & friends share in these services which are held during Harvest, Easter and at Christmas. 
Each act of Collective Worship will follow a four-part structure: 

· Gathering. 

· Engaging. 

· Reflecting. 

· Sending. 

Collective Worship time in school is distinct from other classroom activities, retaining a sense of occasion and togetherness. Where the school community gathers together in a special place to: 

· Celebrate. 

· Reflect. 

· Sing. 

· Praise. 

· Pray. 

· Celebrate. 

· Develop an understanding of Christian values and teachings. 

· Develop a sense of self-worth and belief in oneself. 

· Promote a strong sense of community. 

· Share experiences. 
Elements of Worship: 
The pupils are given the opportunity to consider familiar ideas and explore new ones. They will experience a wide diversity of worship practice, which encourages a variety of responses. For example; 

· Hymns and Worship songs. 

· Prayer. 

· Reflection & contemplation. 

· Symbols. 

· Special clothing & artefacts. 

· Discussion, speech & silence. 

· Procession & ritual action. 

· Drama & dance. 

· Use of the senses. 

· Artistic imagery. 

Parents have a right to withdraw their children from the Daily Act of Collective Worship (Education Act 1988). A parent wishing to do so will need to make a written request to the Headteacher.
	Collective Worship Structure
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	There should be a point of focus in the ‘gathering’, whether music to listen to, a question on the board to consider or a video clip to watch which leads into the worship.

The candle should be lit and the worship started.

Expectations for behaviour must be high as this is a key part of the worship.
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	This is where your input (or pupil input) is shared linked to the theme.

It is important that this has a clear link to a Bible passage/ value/ vision. 
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	Singing is a key element of Collective Worship and should be included where relevant and possible.

It is important that all CW sessions include a prayer. This could be the school prayer or a prayer linked to the theme.

The Worship Buddies have their own collection of chosen and pupil written prayers that can be shared.
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	There should be a point of focus in the ‘sending’, whether music to listen to, a question on the board to consider or a video clip to watch which leads to further thought / reflection / action.

The candle should be blown out and the worship ended with the school vision.

Expectations for behaviour must be high as this is a key part of the worship.
