HISTORY


- To place period of study within a timeline of other historical events and to know key events during World War 1 - To know reasons for war from different points of view.                          


- Use a range of source material to create a description of the trenches.


- Understand the terms primary and secondary sources. Use them to research aspects of the war.


- Understand what Remembrance is and the meaning of the symbols used.
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MUSIC


- To listen to music from composers of the early 20th century including Vaughan Williams and Claude Debussay.


- Using Garage band to create sounds and compose music inspired by the experiences of people who lived during the War. 


- To sing songs and understand the lyrics of songs that were popular during WW1











SCIENCE 


- Electricity – Through making circuits to create Morse Code machines, children will learn to:


 - use symbols when representing a simple circuit in a diagram.


 - compare and give reasons for variations in how components function, including the brightness of bulbs.


 - associate the brightness of a lamp with the number and voltage of cells used in the circuit.


Forces – Through the construction of boats, children will learn to:


- identify the effects of water resistance, that acts between moving surfaces.
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
